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Course Description The course is designed for General Surgeons who desire
to learn the surgical techniques of laparoscopic common bile duct exploration.
Attendees should be proficient with laparoscopic cholecystectomy and/or other
less technically difficult laparoscopic procedures. Included in the presentations
will be 1) A discussion of the indications and contraindications, 2) A discussion
of the different surgical techniques, and 3) A discussion of the outcomes of
these procedures. The laboratory session will involve the use of the
choledochoscope in a liver model from a large animal.

Course Objectives At the conclusion of the course, the attendee will
be able to 1) List the indications for laparoscopic common bile duct
exploration 2) List the equipment needed to do laparoscopic common
bile duct exploration 3) Discuss the techniques of laparoscopic common
bile duct exploration 4) Discuss the outcomes of laparoscopic common
bile duct exploration.
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This course is available for approximately a maximum of 4 CME credit hours.
